Where is Camp Allen, and what are the accommodations like?

Camp Allen, is approximately a one-hour drive from Houston (62 miles from St. Andrew's), located near
Navasota. For more information about Camp Allen, go to www.campallen.org.

Operated by the Episcopal Diocese of Texas, Camp Allen is a modern facility. We will be staying in
climate-controlled cabins at Campsite #3. Each cabin sleeps up to ten people and can be shared by
families and friends. All campsite rooms are located on the ground level with easy access to restrooms,

gathering areas and the dining hall. Bath facilities are steps away on the ground level and shared by
gender. Retreat attendees will need to bring bedding, pillows, toiletries, and towels.

There are also a limited number of Conference Center hotel rooms reserved for our retreat.

The weekend rate for the campsite bunk room is $65 for adults and youth (13+) and $30 for children
(12 and under).
Weekend rate for a Conference Center double room is $295
Rates cover all meals and activities.

$30 for children (12 and under).
